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I first heard this name on the internet in a Yahoo Chat Room after speaking to one of their friends and when I went to check them out I lost their website address. Nigel then got in contact with me because of the Rape Crisis CD I’m putting together and I was impressed. Imagine The UK Subs crossed with an Oi! Band and there you have Sick 56.

Here’s what Nigel had to say.

Tell our readers about yourselves and your history. I know two of you were in The Pink Torpedoes but what about other members?

There's actually three of us that are ex Pink Torpedoes if we include myself, Boothy & Craig. The Pink Torpedoes are bit like the UK SUBS, they've had different members over the past 15 years. Boothy & Craig formed TPT in 1988 with Craig's Brother Keith Halliday - In fact, the Halliday's go back to the early eighties in the Fylde Coast punk scene, Craig was the original guitarist in One Way System, Kevin (another brother) was drummer in The Fits and Keith being the youngest floated in and out of various bands until The Pink Torpedoes were formed.
Craig left OWS, formed another band called the Flapshots who gigged a lot over a four year period then formed The Pink Torpedoes with Keith and Boothy in '88. I'd been into punk since 1976 at the age of 12, been in a couple of local punk bands in Manchester and saw a a few of my gigging mates move on into The Stone Roses, another became the drummer for ACDC for a while and another the keyboard player with Thin Lizzy. I joined TPT in 1997 and myself and Boothy left to form SICK56 with Craig in August 2001.
Tom Roberts our bass player is the youngest in the squad and at 21 and joined us at the beginning of SICK56 in January 02. Tom's been to music school, love's our style of punk and used to hang around at TPT gigs, he became one of our mates in the process and turned up one day at an early rehearsal with a full amp stack and new bass - that made four of us.
You play pretty awesome Punk Rock so what artists initially influenced you?

Oh, the range is vast and covers 25 years but I think myself and Craig have always been big UK SUBS fans, me so much so that's why everybody used to call me ukNige. Our style is not really derived from any band although there are so many bands around past and present that almost every chord progression has been done before, that's why it took us a year to write the songs on Recipe For Disaster.
I truly believe that the UK SUBS influenced myself and Craig in our style of playing, song writing is what pops out of our heads and isn't based on any other band. I can't read or write music and play totally by ear, when I write something I always think "would I buy that tune if it was by another band", if I would then it gets worked on. Craig does it by his skill in reading and writing music and a mixture of - oh that sounds good. We all like fast, aggressive music, Boothy likes a lot of the stuff me and Tom like, Craig is more varied and likes the whole spectrum from the Pistols to The Skids, Generation X to Pennywise and Rancid.
With festivals like HITS and Wasted drawing in big crowds both young and old why in your opinion is punk still pretty stagnant here unlike the USA where there must be like a million College Radio Stations, Punk Gigs on a regular basis and loads of on line and offline fanzines?

The US has always had a big love of bands no matter what the guitar genre and every time I've been to the US there are loads of stations playing rock music. The UK is

 completely different, to me the general population here are like sheep, they'll buy any old shit if they hear it enough on the radio or TV. Pop Stars and all that fucking bollocks are the suits inventing manufactured idols to the young who are very apathetic in their musical taste. Take Gareth Gates for example, can't sing, looks stupid and is made to release Unsung Hero because the suits have decided that his first single can not be original because it might flop and as they've invested millions in PR and Pop Idol the show, he must do a song that the sheep love and like loads of other acts, release third rate covers of ages old crap songs.
The US definitely have a love of punk, it's been up and down over the years but has always had a new steady addition of new generations added, over here, there's a generation gap left by the '80s and early '90s crew that got into dance music - fuck me, men dancing like women around hand bags - can't seem to get that into my head somehow? I'm sure the guys in the states look at some of our male population and can't figure them out either.
Anyway, I guess everyone to their own. This generation gap can be seen at gigs, the old school - loyal crew and the new punk rock soldiers at 16 to 22 years of age.
Punk Rockers are still a minority and I think we have less of a following here than the states, where punks there are a minority also - it's just they've got 10 times our population so proportionally their market is much bigger.
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JSNTGM is a small label from Blackpool with an excellent line up of bands kicking off from day one with the debut by Erase Today so are there plans to stay with this label or if given the chance to move onto bigger things like Hellcat in the USA for example?

As we own the copyright to our material, JSNTGM have the licence to the UK themselves with Recipe For Disaster and any future material. If other labels in Europe and the US want to licence our music then they have to show the same commitment JSNTGM has given us. I have a lot of respect for Andy Higgins and if we can help him develop his label further that's what we'll do.

How did your album go down - was it pretty well received?

The reviews are still coming in and there's around 33 on our website including the 3 or so iffy reviews - no point in bullshitting ourselves or anyone else.
Punk & Oi In The UK gave Recipe For Disaster album of the month when it was released and recently we had the great news that it was now album of the year.
The reaction has been unbelievable really and far better than we ever expected. We'd like to thank all the people who took time to listen to the album and write their honest thoughts down. We set out to do the best debut album we could create in a completely DIY basis and like everything we do, we know we gave it 100%.
We hope RFD stands the test of time and those that have bought it stick it in the CD player now and again as time passes. If we achieved that, then that's more than we ever hoped to achieve.
All your gigs seem to be up North are there any chances of seeing you play down the Midlands or London in the future?

We've only been gigging ten months and lot has been keeping us busy around the North, gigs, recording and writing new material for forthcoming split release with UK SUBS. Myself and Craig want to use the 2nd half of '03 to write a new album for release around April 2004 and as we all work full time we only have weekends to travel the UK. Tours will have to be planned around holidays etc. I'm sure we're going to be doing gigs in the midlands and south soon and as promoters contact us we'll do greater coverage gigs with pleasure.
A sound like yours would be pretty popular in the USA so are there any plans to go over and do a few shows maybe on your own or supporting a band like The Business or UK Subs?

We don't have any plans for anything as such yet, although in time I like to think that we can do these tours. We'd like to do more of the UK for now as there are loads of festivals 

and gigs at home that we haven't played and we want to let as many punks over here hear us as possible. There's so much to do in our own back yard and we do get a great reception from those who get to see us for the first time.
So who's going to release the split EP with you and The Subs? Are there any plans for a new album in 2004?

JSNTGM are releasing the split EP. The plans are a 7" limited edition coloured vinyl and a CD with other stuff shoved on. The plans for the second album are in the early stages but we hope to have it out around April next year. We've got a number of tunes sorted already but as usual quite a lot get thrown away as we don't feel they're up to scratch. When someone buys our music they can be assured that at least the same amount recorded has been discarded because we don't want to put out album filler songs.
DVD's seem to go down well in Punk Circles these days - How do you go about making them?

As a band we're pretty self sufficient at the moment. I work as an IT project manager installing computer systems into children's hospices throughout England and Wales so over the years I have developed a reasonable level of IT knowledge. DVD's are basically bigger capacity CD's and as video requires a lot of storage space CD's don't hold enough information, so once you've done your music video, edited it and have it proofed all you need is a DVD writer and your away. We've recently completed a new video of Violence shot in Fleetwood Lancashire, Keith Halliday has a broadcast quality digital video camera so he did the footage, I've got the PC equipment and software to edit it and compile it to DVD for a master copy. There are plans for more videos in the near future, once we've got sufficient material we'll release it on DVD for the audio / visual appeal that DVD's bring.
Looking at your pics you lot are even older than me so what's a typical weekend for Sick56? Is it playing bingo with the Grannies or are you like me and still like to get a few cool ones down your neck?

In the eyes of the general population, society dictates that one should behave in a certain way as the years pass - for us that's complete bollocks - punk rock is Be Yourself And Do You Your Own Thing not what others perceive is the correct way to behave at any given age. We're all best mates and go out for a beer every weekend, we usually meet up with Tommy Couch (OWS), Fred Penfold (OWS roadie), Keith (TPT) or go to gigs if we're not gigging. Boothy is into his homebrew so we regularly have great sessions of real ale and punk rock at his house.
I'm 39, Boothy is 39, Craig is 41 and Tom is 21, us and all our circle of friends still do what they were doing 20 years ago so our social life near and around Fleetwood is good. Me and Keith just got back from Amsterdam last weekend, had a few beers last night, talked music all night, put this shit government right on a few things and solved a few of the worlds problems before 2am.
Come to one of our gigs, there's energy a plenty left in us lot.
So do you lot do anything else outside the band apart from Sick56 if so so what?

As previous, I work as a project manager for an IT company that installs state of the art edutainment computer systems in to children's hospices around England and Wales. It's sponsored by the Royal Masonic Trust for Girls & Boys in London who fund the whole thing. They have a £7.5m fund for what they call their Millennium Project and goes under the banner of the LifeLites Project.
It's the best job I've ever had, I get so much pleasure out of delivering a suit of computer equipment that brings a great deal of pleasure to children in the hospices. Most of us go through life not seeing the tragedy in the hospices and it makes you think how lucky you are to be blessed with good health. Myself and the rest of the band members don't have any kids so I can deal with what I'm seeing on a daily basis. The whole project is free to the hospices and the equipment and ongoing support does not cost them a penny as the RMTGB fund everything. For me, managing a project for the pleasure of the kids instead of financial institution's expectations on profit provides me with tremendous job satisfaction.
Boothy is a self employed window cleaner, so looks after his own destiny - a great guy - he takes us out on his works do every year. Craig is self employed and has built up his own mineral water business around the north west. The guy is a credit to hard work and perseverance and has four vans delivering to his ever growing base of water supping alcoholics.
Tom works in a factory welding down in south shore somewhere. Work wise, he's got a whole lifetime ahead of him yet so don't I know where he'll be in ten years, but he's got music in him so he'll still be around the scene I think.
What's the scene like up Blackpool these days? Do you still see any of the old bands like The Fits hanging about at gigs?

Paul Swinnerton a mate of ours (North Records) has been putting on gigs at a local pub called the Royal Oak in Poulton. These have been great and have had packed attendances at every gig - on a Tuesday night as well!! We've had a few gigs around Blackpool in the first half of '03 but that was mainly to groom the band into a full gigging unit. The Poulton gigs have brought out the old names and it's been great to see the old faces together in the same room. I see Kev (Fits drummer) a lot around our way anyway but he pops up all over the place when you don't expect him. Apart from the Poulton gigs, the HITS Festival every few years there's not a lot happening around here but that's due to it being a "holiday resort" and catering for the disco dolly's.
I much prefer the inner cities and the salt of earth city crews.
Did any of you know Ian Stuart Donaldson? What would be your reaction if the BNP built a memorial statue for him in Blackpool? Would it be bets to see how quick it could be smashed up?

I'm not sure if Craig knew the early Screwdriver members, I didn't and I can't say I've missed out on anything. Racism is a complex thing that is born of parental misguidance and the government's inability to manage the country correctly. Human beings are still animalistic even though we live in a so called technological age. The human race has acquired more technology in the last fifty years than in the whole of our existence. Evolution takes somewhat longer than 50 years and we suffer the inconveniences of emotions - aggression in males more so than females. We live in towns, we live in cities, grouped together as the pack, defending our own. Football hooligans are a perfect example of pack mentality. Racism stems from the pack being threatened culturally and economically and this government are giving your average man in the street more fuel for racist thoughts. The complete farce of asylum & immigration (100,000) this year and rising is this years fuel in the fire. Controlling the flow of people movement world wide is not racist but not controlling the flow leads to resentment and racist attacks. The ethnic minorities feel threatened, so group together, the young male minorities like the "white" males do stupid things to provoke each other and every now and again it boils over and riots happen.
The government fuels the problem even further by providing quick access to housing ahead of the "white" population causing more resentment and various other policies perceived to be favouring one race over another. These social problems are huge and bands like Screwdriver flourish in times of high emotion. If the BNP or Blackpool council allowed a memorial statue for Ian (misguided by the state and the system) that would be a sad moment and a further reflection of the mismanagement of our country and our peoples.
There's no doubt that SICK56 are a political band but our feet are firmly in the grounds of tolerance. It's a shame that Screwdriver went down this route when they reformed because their first album was a good punk rock album. Ian was the only member of the original group when he changed the Screwdriver direction and I can only surmise that the other original members heave a sigh of relief they did not continue with him.
Do Sick56 have an entourage of female fans throwing their bras at your or is that kind of thing only happen to good looking fuckers like me?

Part of the deal when Tom joined the band was that he has to look after all the groupies. At 21 years old Tom can handle an army of vixens so he has to look out for us guys in the process.
Anything you'd like to add?

We hope the Rape Crisis CD is released later this year and that people get a copy and it's a success for the cause it represents.
On behalf of SICK56, thanks very much for the interview and the time you've given me to answer your questions, the guys appreciate the opportunity to air our thoughts.

THE ARGUMENT FOR FILE SHARING
We recently saw The American Music Industry taking legal action against people who shared files on the internet which included a 12yr old girl’s parents having to fork out the best part of a $1000 in costs before it reached court.

While I can some what understand the argument put up by  certain Artists and their labels over file sharing I’d also like to point out that most kids who file share aren’t doing it to make money. What they do it for are several reasons including the cost of CD’s being too expensive.

The Music Industry claims it’s losing millions but let’s get real here. In the 70’s and 80’s there wasn’t much competition around but now they have to compete with Consul Games and Computer games and not forgetting the Film Industry and their DVD’s.

All this costs money and it’s money that most kids don’t have and there isn’t the wage in the UK for example for parents to buy everything for their kids. This is something that Corporations have to think about but of course the reality is ignored in favour of profit.

Now if these corporations weren’t so greedy and they lowered the price for CD’s  I doubt there would be so much call for file sharing because most kids like t6 6wn the authentic product rather than the copy.

Also Corporations such as Sony can’t really complain when they produce the CD Re-Writers for people to copy music anyway.

Instead of going after the kids that file share why not go for the Pirater’s who mass produce? No it’s too difficult for organisations like the American Music Industry to this rather – Much rather they would frighten the teenager instead.

What the music Industry has also failed  to comprehend is that the general public are pissed off with seeing manufactured bands and 

want to see some real acts come through – Hence the rising popularity of Indie Labels and smaller venues.

There are plenty of great artists about but rather than promote them they’d rather  promote puppet artists who look they consider look good and will sell!

The kids aren’t getting fooled no more and whereas venues used to be full of 30+ yr olds like myself you can find more younger people coming through playing in their own bands, doing their webzines and generally having a good time in their own right

The time has come for the music industry to change and what it needs to do first is head to where the kids are and not head in the direction of what they think the kids needs.

On a general note about file sharing I can honestly say that if it wasn’t for file sharing I would have not heard half the great bands that I have heard in the past couple of years.

Because the Music Industry has been blind to talent its been up tom the bands to use smaller labels and the main problem smaller labels have they have not got the money to promote these bands as well as they should be.

This causes a problem simply because smaller labels tend  to stick to their own areas/countries and don’t bother promote their releases elsewhere no one else is going to ever hear them and this is where file sharing comes into play.

I can swear hand on heart that many artists I have downloaded I have also bought their official releases simply because as a Music Lover I do like to own the original product.

And because as a Music Journalist I have new bands I have also been able to push these names on to others and without the file sharing services as Audio Galaxy and Kaaza this wouldn’t have been able to happen.

I for one will always support Music File Sharing simply because it’s a brilliant and free alternative for many to discover new artists. And let’s face it s Music Lovers we all like to be the one who discovered a certain band and be top dog amongst our friends.

There is a lot in this article for the Music Industry to take on board and I will of course be emailing this newsletter to them to show that it isn’t all gloom and doom with file sharing.

To all the Independent bands and Labels that support file sharing you too know it makes good sense to promote your music and to all those people who file share support the people who support your right to file share.

Anti Flag: Innocence Is The First Casualty – To be honest I’ve never really paid this band much attention but that’s been my mistake because judging by this album I’ve missed out big time here. Steve DIY
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I decided to interview Shari after reading a couple of issues of her magazine which to me is the best alternative Magazine in Britain today. It just covers so much and looks so good that Shari deserves to be featured in Street Voice.

Here’s what she had to say.

Can you tell the readers a bit about yourself and how you got into doing the magazine Black Velvet?
I’m Shari Black Velvet, editor of Black Velvet. I’ve been producing Black Velvet for almost ten years (when we hit issue 40 it will be Black Velvet’s 10 year anniversary) and I live, sleep, eat and breathe rock n’ roll. I don’t actually play in a band, but music IS my life nevertheless.

How long does it take to put an issue of Black Velvet together and how hard is it actually to gain distribution in shops?

An issue comes out every 3 months. It takes all of that time to put it together. A day doesn’t go by when I’m not working on it, whether it’s going out to a gig, updating the website, writing reviews, laying out articles, mailing copies out and so on. I think to get distribution into shops a zine has to be a decent quality – if you want to sell it anyway. I actually got the distributors I have through Tower Records. I’d been trying to get Black Velvet into individual stores on my own – and a lot of the indie stores I still deal with directly myself. Tower Records in Piccadilly Circus, London advised me to deal with their head office as it would be easier for them – and they in turn suggested I contact the main distributor they dealt with. Actually they emailed the distributor recommending Black Velvet.

You cover so much in your magazine with different guitar influenced artists but who's been your favourite artist you've interviewed or covered at a live show for your magazine?

Someone else asked me this recently and I couldn’t come up with just one person or band because there are a lot of great bands and people out there. I came up with about three or four who were at the top of the pile though! Tyler Rann of Midtown was probably my favourite interviewee because I asked him all about veganism and animal rights – since I’m really into that – and he was incredibly inspiring and is so intelligent. Everything he said made so much sense and just urged me to become vegan myself (at the time I was only vegetarian even though I’d been veggie for 13 years and wholeheartedly believed in animal rights). Then there’s Marko 72 of Sugarcult and Keri Kelli (currently in Adler’s Appetite and standing in for Tracii Guns in LA Guns), both of whom are soooo enthusiastic about music in general. I love how Marko writes for an online zine and DJs as well as being in a band – and he actually asked me if I’d like him to contribute to Black Velvet – of course I said yes. So now every issue of Black Velvet will have a Marko 72 column! Band-wise, of course I cover Bon Jovi as much as I can. They were the first rock band I really got into and I think I’m going to love them till the day I die. I also had a really soft spot for Cyclefly, who sadly are on hiatus at the moment. They put on such amazing live shows. I can’t rave about them enough.

Being a woman in what seems a pretty much guys scene with Rock 'N' Roll do you come across much sexism and have you ever felt like kicking some one between the legs for pissing you off?

I haven’t really noticed much sexism although I’m sure some guys find it hard to believe that a female can edit a zine the standard of Black Velvet. I’ve been aggravated but not really because of sexism, I don’t think. I went to one particular venue in Dudley a couple of times and was supposed to be on the guestlist and wasn’t. I think once a band member said he’d put me on the list and my name wasn’t there. The guy on the door let me in anyway. Then it happened the next time I went, when the press officer for the headline band said she’d put me on the guestlist. I got there and found my name wasn’t down. The same old guy was on the door and was like ‘you’ve been here before and said your name was on the guestlist and it wasn’t’. He made it sound like I was trying to weasel into gigs for free – but I’m not like that and wouldn’t do that. It was all official. That really annoyed me. Eventually the tour manager came and sorted it out, but that put a bad taste in my mouth. I haven’t been to that venue since then actually. Not purposely because he pissed me off although when gigs come up at that venue now that I want to see, it always makes me think of that incident and doesn’t exactly fill me with enthusiasm about going again. I can understand that he was doing his job. I mean, if I was on the door at a club and someone’s name wasn’t down then I’d be suspicious bnut when you know you are supposed to be down and you’re reviewing it and are totally honest, then it makes you feel bad.
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As well as being a bloody awesome magazine writer you are also a brilliant photographer so what kind of equipment you use and how hard is it to get press passes?

Thank you! I usually take my Nikon D1X and my Nikon F100. F100 is a regular professional SLR, one of the best, I think, while the D1X is the best digital camera. It’s not hard for me to get photo passes. I mean, if I’m in touch with the labels and press companies, then they know me and Black Velvet so it’s not a problem. It’s harder when you’ve never dealt with a particular company. If they don’t know you then obviously they’re going to be wary incase you’re just trying to blag a pass. Also, I think it’s easier when you don’t live in London. I have a London contributor who was interested in getting a photo pass for the recent Funeral For A Friend tour but the photo pass quota was stretched to the max so unfortunately she couldn’t get one – whereas if she’d have lived in Nottingham, for example, it would have been no problem. All the national mags are in London so they get more preference. And rightfully so of course.

So how long have you been into the music scene and what's have been your most memorable times along the way?

I got into rock music when I was 15 I think. I liked music before then, but it didn’t run my life! Haha. When I saw Bon Jovi headline the Monsters Of Rock at Castle Donington in 1987, that’s when I knew there was no going back! Memorable times… well, running Black Velvet of course… interviewing all the bands I’ve interviewed and seeing all the shows I’ve seen. Having a drink with Jon Bon Jovi and Richie Sambora in Japan has to be one of the best moments. Also, having a photo pass for the Manics at their Millenium show in Cardiff. The Manics are another of my favourite bands and that was the first time I got a photo pass for one of their shows and it happened to be the millennium which was a memorable occasion for everyone. I saw in not only the new year but the new millennium taking photos of my second favourite band in a big stadium. It’s something I won’t forget.

You had a great letter in Kerrang about Rock 'N' Roll doesn't have to be about taking drugs and getting smashed did you much response from that?

I got a few emails and a few people posted on the Black Velvet message board saying that they’d read my letter and totally agreed with what I wrote. It was nice to hear from others who felt the same.

You're also Vegan so how did you get into Animal Rights and would you take adverts for organisations like PETA and other Animal Rights groups in your magazine?

Well I was vegetarian for years and years. When I was in my teens I got talking to a guy in my town and he asked me if I ate meat. Then I read an article with Paul McCartney where he talked about how he and Linda became veggie - they saw sheep in a field and thought that it just didn’t make sense to eat something so adorable. I guess I started thinking about it and one day I decided to quit eating meat. I wanted to make my own stand for animals. I realised I didn't need to eat an animal to survive. The more I thought about it the more I knew it was unfair and cruel that these creatures, who were born into the same world as us, should have to be killed just to end up on our dinner plate – when we could live a perfectly healthy (or even healthier) life without doing so. I was always into animal rights and always loved animals but it wasn’t really until the last few years that I became more vociferous about it and over the last 12 months I’ve become more actively involved. The more I read about the cruelty the more it makes me want to do something to stop it. I know I can’t but I can do my own little bit. ‘They can’t speak so we have to’ is a popular quote. As humans we get the right to say whether we want to do something or not. Animals don’t. I would definitely take adverts for any animal rights organisations in Black Velvet. I would love to. Right now, I try to mail out an animal rights flyer with each zine to try and help spread the word.

Does your magazine sell much outside the UK and if not would you like to expand to an American and European readership?

It does a bit, more so when I sell on Ebay actually. A lot of people from America have seen issues on there and bought copies using Paypal. Thank the Lord for Paypal! Haha. But I’m always up for expanding the Black Velvet readership of course. You can never get enough readers.

Any tips for people wanting to do what you do who hope to make a career out of music journalism or photography?

Do it. That’s the best advice. You don’t really need specific advice, just a love of music and lots of enthusiasm. You don’t need degrees to start a zine. You don’t need to be David Bailey to be a photography. Practise makes perfect. Having said that, Black Velvet isn’t my career, it’s still just a ‘hobby’. Maybe if I knew how to make a career of it, then I’d be doing so myself!

So what do you like to do for fun outside the magazine?

Outside of the mag? You think I have spare time outside of the mag!? Nooooh! Black Velvet does take up pretty much 99.9 per cent of my time – although as I mentioned earlier I’ve recently been to a couple of animal rights protests. I’d like to go to more of those. There’s one on December 6th that I want to go on. It’s to try and put a stop to Huntingdon Life Sciences, a large laboratory in Cambridgeshire that tests on animals. You don’t need to test on animals. There are a bunch of humane research centres that have made medical progress without testing on animals. But I don’t mean to preach so I’ll say no more!

Out of curiosity did you follow that Miss World contestant who was into animal rights and if so how far did get? What are your views on contests like this?

I didn’t actually read up on what happened to her. I kind of forgot about that. Oops. Miss World… whatever… I don’t really have any thoughts on a contest like that. I mean, some people think they’re sexist, but it’s no big deal. But I did think it was cool that someone who was into animal rights was entering. If she had won it would have been awesome. She could have been a great spokeswoman. Using a contest like that for a good cause is a great idea. If I was taller and had thinner legs I’d enter! Hahaha.

Which band would you most like to go on tour with to write about and take pictures of?

Do you want a list? Hahaha. Bon Jovi, Manics, Midtown, Sugarcult, Lostprophets…

With the Punk Scene growing in the UK will see bands like S.L.F. and The U.K.Subs and up and coming Punk bands being featured in Black Velvet?

I personally am into catchy rock music. I like pop-punk but I’m not really into hardcore punk. The punk bands I cover tend to be really infectious, toe-tappingly melodic, good soft punk.

So what is the future for Shari? Any plans to do other stuff?

The future is to keep on doing what I’m doing. And maybe do more of it. I don’t really look too much into the future. You never really know what’s going to happen. But Black Velvet is my main priority and hopefully little by little I can keep on improving it and get it that little bit bigger and better. It would be nice if someday Black Velvet could be my full time career.

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I haven’t interviewed this band in around 10 years and hadn’t seen them around for a couple of years so I thought it was time to catch up with them so I had a chat with Mandy the vocalist of MDM.

What’s happening with M.D.M. of late as your site hasn't been updated in ages and I haven't seen you on many gig lists?

We are still doing gigs but not as many as we used to due to work commitments, we hope to do more next year when i have finished my training. Don’t know if i told you but i am at night school doing a really heavy qualification, so not quite as much free time at the moment. We are also writing a new album. As for the site we are all computer illiterate and are having difficulty updating it...

I presume you are all still together and Richie the heroin pushing, car thief and general drunk is still in the band? How is the old knacker anyway?

He’s fine as always....keeping himself busy globetrotting around the world and playing bass for as many bands as possible!!

So how did the last album sell - did it do well over here as I believe it was released on a German label right?

Yes it was on High Society from Germany and it sold very well they have good distribution here, Europe and in America. They do a really good job for the bands on the label and we are very happy to have worked with them.
What's the scene like in Liverpool now? Do you get many gigs there or is it stagnant like the rest of the UK?

Theres gigs on quite a lot but the scene is very fragmented, there’s pockets of punks of all different ages all over the area and they all organise their own things. It’s not often that you get everyone together. We have a few venues that our lot use and so at the moment gigs are pretty regular, with all sorts of bands coming.

Being as you're one of the few women in bands in the UK do you think more should have a go like they do in America? Why do you think less women are active in the UK scene then say American where there's like a million all women or women fronted bands?

Well America is a bigger place so really the proportions are probably the same. There’s loads of women involved in the UK Punk scene today. It’s great to feel that I am no longer part of a minority?  It can be harder to be a woman in a band for many reasons but i think if you’re determined then you wont let anyone or anything put you off, you just have to break through the bullshit and stand up for yourself.

I presume with at least two of you being parents in the band it's hard to find baby sitters and all that - do you think we should have all ages shows in the UK so people can take along their kids n stuff and get them into something decent?

I would like to say yes but its not possible there’s too many arseholes who don’t respect the kids and start fighting and shit in front of them or near enough for the kids to get hurt. There’s also the other point of view that when adults are having a night out they don’t want to have to be on their best behaviour cos there’s kids about. It’s up to the individual and you have to look at what sort of gig it is as to whether it’s suitable to take your kids too. When they’re older they can make up their own mind. I think if you force punk on kids they want to go the opposite way anyway.

So anything new like a single or something coming out the M.D.M. camp?

There’s been a single coming out for two years now!!! Get a move on Rik!!!! We have heard it coming out for Christmas. We are also in the middle of recording a new album that has a release date for early Feb 2004. We will give more detail as too who its with etc nearer the time!!! It’s a secret!!

You've been in the scene longer than most how do you think it's changed from the early days and what have the best years for music been for you?

It’s always hard to answer this question as things are changing all the time. I have enjoyed all parts of my life in punk. There’s been some times that were better than others but really that’s gonna be like writing a book, there’s so much that I remember, Simple answer its just as good today as it ever was.

Will we ever see a M.D.M. DVD released as it seems to be the flavour of the month at the mo?

Yes if someone would like to do one for us as we are all technophobes.

Anything you'd like to add?

I have never been much good at sums!!!!!
